	Monitoring results showed that actual noise impacts in most instances were below predicted levels during the February 2015 works. 
There were four exceedances during the reporting period. In all instances the main noise was dominated by non-construction activities such as the fauna, local traffic and people of the community. On the 17 February 2015, there was an exceedance from which was contributed to by the passing of the track grinder as well as outside influences such as local traffic. The grinder was a small portion of the overall monitoring period and overall noise exceedence was less that 1dbA of the predicted. It is likely that the exceedence is a combination of the passing grinder and local noise sources. It is noted the monitoring location was side of track and is closer than any residences and is not obstructed by fences / elevations as residential receivers are in this location. Therefore is it considered likely that the actual noise at the residential receiver wold be compliant with the prediction. 
Affected sensitive receivers were notified of the upcoming works via letter box drops and door knocks as per the community liaison plan.
